Haslem Memorial Trophy 
           The points system will be as follows:-

100 points for each fish caught and 1 point per millimetre in length of fish.

All fish weighed in for the competition to be over 300mm. ( Note:  The legal limit for Arthur’s Lake is 220mm so it’s legal to keep fish of that size but they don’t count in CFFCA competitions. ) All fish to be caught at Arthur’s Lake on fly. Fish to be cleaned and gutted for measuring and weighing.

In the event of two or more anglers having the same number of points the angler with the most fish will be the winner. If two or more anglers have the same number of fish and points, the angler with the highest overall weight of fish will be the winner.

All fish will be measured with the same apparatus. Fins will be clipped on weigh in.
